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1. Rationale or background to policy:

a. Remediation is a sequence of events beyond the standard course curriculum that are designed

to bring underperforming students to a level of competency expected of students at the
conclusion of a course. The process of remediation should provide opportunities for students to
develop and demonstrate required knowledge, skills, and/or attitudes through self-directed
learning and purposeful interactions with faculty. Students and faculty should both be active
participants in the remediation process; however, remediation is a privilege that should be
earned by the student through demonstrated attendance and active participation throughout
the course.

. Within the School, the current progression standard states that students who do not earn a
minimum grade of “C” in a professional pharmacy course are not permitted to progress to
subsequent courses for which it is a prerequisite. In the event that a student fails to obtain a
grade of “C” or better in a required professional pharmacy course, the student will either have to
repeat the course or remediate.

a. Remediation is a privilege that must be earned through demonstrated attendance and active
